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Following are the comments received to date for Currituck Reserve, Construction Drawings, for the September 19, 2018 Technical Review Committee (TRC) meeting.  Since the county is under a state of emergency due to the impending hurricane, not all staff is available to comment at this time.  You will receive additional comments at the TRC meeting.  TRC comments are valid for six months.  Please let me know if you have any questions.  Thanks.
Planning (Tammy Glave, 252-232-6025)
Approval with comments:
1. As discussed at preliminary plat, the county is requesting that sidewalk improvements be installed along with the final coat of asphalt on Campus Drive from Tulls Creek Road to this subdivision as was discussed at original subdivision approval.
2. Please show the four foot trail system as approved with the preliminary plat that loops around the central stormwater pond and provide a cross-section detail for trail construction.
3. Please also show appropriate crossings when trail system ends on the opposite side of the road from the sidewalk.

4. Please call out planting easements for street trees and pedestrian easements for sidewalks/trails not within the right-of-way.
5. Call out “Moyock Township” in the title block. (Administrative Manual)
6. Continue the farmland buffer the entire length of the southern boundary line since it adjoins cultivated farmland. (UDO Section 5.11.5)

7. Please how the 1.84 acre park and recreation area being dedicated to the county. (UDO Section 6.5)
8. Provide a summary of open space/conservation areas. (UDO Section 7.1.3)
9. Show the 5’ non-access easement on the most travelled  street for lots 9, 64, and 65. (UDO Section 10.3.3)

10. Show sight triangles at the intersections of Currituck Reserve Parkway and Campus Drive and Campus Drive and Tulls Creek Road. (UDO Section 10.3.4)

11. Notes 9 and 10 on the cover page need to be clarified that the open space areas and drainage facility/pond maintenance is the responsibility of the HOA after 75% of the lots are sold (not immediately).

12. Change city to county in Note 8 on the cover page.

13. While it does not directly affect the design of this subdivision, it should be noted that the County Attorney has advised that the county is not willing to vacate the 100’ private ingress/egress and utility easement along the entrance of Campus Drive.  Further discussion is underway between the County Attorney and the developer of Glenmoore Ridge.  Campus Drive was originally designed as a divided entrance (landscaped median).  The easement also contains county drainage infrastructure. 

Currituck County Building and Fire Inspections (Bill Newns, 252-232-6023)
Reviewed with comment:
Fire

1. Fire apparatus access must be at least 20’ wide 13’ 6” in height. Maximum slope shall not exceed 10%.

2. All portions of the fire apparatus access must be capable of 75,000lbs under all weather conditions.

3. By general statue parking is not allowed within 15’ of a fire hydrant. (FDC) Fire hydrants must be within 500’ of all road frontages.

4. Cul de sacs must be 96’ in width curb to curb at the center of the cul de sac.

5. Dwellings greater than 4800 sq. ft. and/or greater than 2 stories will be calculated using the ISO commercial method. Dwellings 4800 sq. ft. and no greater than 2 stories may use set-backs as indicated in the ISO method to determine Needed Fire Flow.
